9 days / 8 nights

Day 1: Arrive Delhi 
Arrive in Delhi this evening. You are met upon arrival 
and escorted to your hotel.

Day 2: Delhi Sightseeing  
In Old Delhi, visit the Red Fort, Raj Ghat, Ashoka Pillar 
and the mile-long Chandni Chowk bazaar. Afternoon, 
tour of New Delhi as you drive along Rajpath to view the 
Parliament House, the President’s House and India Gate. 
Visit Humayun’s Tomb, Qutab Minar and Birla Temple. (B)

Day 3: Delhi / Varanasi 
Fly to Varanasi, India’s holiest city. Upon arrival you are 
met and transferred to your hotel. Afternoon visit to the 
stupas, ruins and museum at Sarnath. (B)

Day 4: Varanasi / Khajuraho 
Enjoy a sunrise boat ride on the Ganges, followed by 
a walking tour of the old city. Later fly to Khajuraho. 

Golden Triangle  
& Ranthambhore
8 days / 7 nights

Day 1: Arrive Delhi 
Arrive in Delhi this evening. You are met upon arrival 
and escorted to your hotel

Day 2: Delhi Sightseeing  
Embark on your tour of Old and New Delhi. Visit Old 
Delhi covering the Red Fort, Raj Ghat, Ashoka Pillar 
and the mile-long Chandni Chowk bazaar. In the after-
noon tour New Delhi as you drive along Rajpath to 
view the Parliament House, the President’s House and 
India Gate. Visit the Humayun’s Tomb, Qutab Minar and 
Birla Temple. (B)

Day 3:Delhi / Ranthambhore 
Depart by train to Ranthambhore, the remains of a thou-
sand year old fortress. Today leopards and tigers prowl 
the ruins. This afternoon enjoy your first game drive. (B)

Day 4: Ranthambhore Game Reserve 
Ranthambhore is one of the few preserves where the 
nocturnal camera-shy tigers may be seen in daylight. 
Almost hunted to extinction by the local royalty and 
their British overlords, the population of the Bengal 
tiger is slowly increasing, thanks to the efforts of 
“Project Tiger” and the World Wildlfe Fund. You’ll 
enjoy thrilling game drives in the morning and evening 
to scour the jungle for wildlife. (B)

Day 5: Ranthambhore / Jaipur 
After a morning game drive, leave for the “pink city” 
of Jaipur, where the old city is surrounded by a mas-
sive wall pierced by magnificent gateways. Your tour of 
Jaipur takes you to Hawa Mahal or “Palace of Winds,” 
continues to City Palace with its latticed balconies, tiny 
windows, cupolas, courtyards and arched entrances, and 
concludes with a visit to the ancient observatory. (B)

Day 6: Amber Fort Excursion 
Today you are transported back in time, riding royally 
atop elegantly draped and painted elephants up to the 

Upon arrival you are met and transferred to your hotel. 
Visit the Western group of temples, including Kandariya 
Mahadev, representing Chandela art at its best. (B)

Day 5: Khajuraho / Bandhavgarh 
This morning, visit the principal Eastern group of Jain 
temples, which reflect the simplicity inherent in Jainism. 
Later, drive to Bandhavgarh, home of the white tiger and 
other species, such as Indian bison, sambar deer, barking 
deer and blue bull. Spend two days of game viewing and 
bird watching in these valleys. (BD)

Day 6: Bandhavgarh Game Viewing 
Enjoy morning & afternoon game viewing. (BLD)

Day 7: Bandhavgarh / Pench 
Enjoy morning game viewing. Then, drive to Pench and 
check in at your hotel. Enjoy game viewing again in the 
afternoon. (BLD)

Day 8: Pench Game Viewing 
Enjoy morning & afternoon game viewing. (BLD)

Day 9: Pench / Nagpur / Mumbai (Bombay) 
Early morning drive to Nagpur for your flight to Mumbai, 
(formerly Bombay). Upon arrival you are met and trans-
ferred to an airport hotel where room will be blocked on 
day-use basis. Later in the evening fly back home. (B)
